Dora Griffin Armstrong was born in Georgia. According to

census records her parent were born in Virginia.

In the 1870 Federal Census she is listed as being 17 years old,
living with Wade and Lucinda Hampton in Huntsville, Walker

County, Texas. Lucinda is listed as being born about 1841 in

Georgia. (y

Also in the 1870 Federal Census in Huntsville, Walker County, Texas, is a listing for Thomas Griffin, born
about 1850 in Georgia. () Could Thomas Griffin be Dora’s brother and the same Thomas Griffin who is also

buried in the Conroe Community Cemetery?

Dora Griffin married Elijah Armstrong sometime between 1882
and 1884. They were apparently divorced sometime before 1900
because in the 1900 Federal Census she is living in Justice
Precinct 7 of Montgomery County, Texas, and is listed as being
born about 1856 in Georgia, head of house and divorced. Living
with her are her children Arthur Hubbard (born about 1880 in
Texas, son), Mandy Davis (born about 1872 in Texas, daughter),

Lafayette Armstrong (born 1873 in Texas, son), and Harrison

Armstrong (born about 1891 in Texas, son).(5)

By 1910 she is living at 1308 McMillan, Houston, Harris County, Texas. She is listed as a widow and living with

her two sons, Nathaniel Harvey (born 1888 in Texas) and Harrison Armstrong (born 1893 in Texas). (4)

She died on 9 Oct 1918 while living at 1308 McMillan, Houston,

Harris County, Texas, from mitral insufficiency. She is listed as
being widowed, her father was Tom Griffins and unknown
mother. The informant was F. Armstrong. I.S. Lewis of 2615 1/2

Odin Avenue was the undertaker and she was buried in Conroe.
